Call for Nominations

Oregon Ocean Policy Advisory Council Scientific & Technical Advisory
Committee

The Oregon Ocean Policy Advisory Council (OPAC) is seeking nominations of qualified
candidates to serve on its scientific and technical advisory committee. We anticipate filling
approximately three to five member seats this year.

About the Council

OPAC is the legislatively mandated marine policy advisory body that provides advice to the
Governor, state agencies and local governments on ocean policy and resource
management matters for Oregon (ORS 196.443). OPAC members represent coastal
community interests, state agencies, conservation interests and the public (ORS 196.438).

About the Committee

OPAC'’s Scientific and Technical Committee (STAC) provides independent scientific and
technical advice and reports to the Council’s Executive Committee. The STAC’s charge is
to make recommendations to OPAC relating to the performance of the council’s functions
and to state agencies on matters related to Oregon’s ocean or nearshore resources (ORS
196.451). The committee responds to requests from OPAC for scientific and technical
advice and may initiate advice on scientific and technical issues of relevance to OPAC. The
Oregon Sea Grant director serves as the ex-officio chair of the OPAC STAC (ORS 196.451)
and is an ex-officio member of the OPAC Executive Committee as defined in the Council’s
policies and procedures.

Eligibility Criteria

Qualified candidates will have a scientific and technical background in a discipline
relevant to the duties of the Council (ORS 196.443 [Duties of council]):

e Periodically review the Territorial Sea Plan and submit recommendations for the
plan to state agencies represented on the council. The council shall recommend
deletions to the Territorial Sea Plan of all site designations and management
prescriptions to the Land Conservation and Development Commission.

o Advance the policies of ORS 196.420 (Policy) to the federal government and any
multistate bodies.

o Provide a forum for discussing ocean resource policy, planning and management
issues and, when appropriate, mediating disagreements.

¢ Recommend amendments to the Oregon Ocean Resources Management Plan as
needed. If the recommended amendments to the plan incorporate the
establishment of a system of limited marine reserves or other protected areas, the
council also shall perform an economic analysis of short-term and long-term
effects that the establishment of such areas would have on coastal communities.
Any recommended amendments related to marine reserves or marine protected
areas shall be submitted to the State Fish and Wildlife Commission for review and
approval.

o Offer advice to the Governor, the State Land Board, state agencies and local
governments on specific ocean resources managementissues.

e Encourage participation of federal agencies in discussion and resolution of ocean
resources planning and management issues affecting Oregon.

Areas of expertise sought

The STAC welcomes nominations of qualified candidates with scientific and technical
backgrounds relevant to any of the duties of the Council (see above). We are especially
interested in candidates with demonstrated expertise in one or more of the following fields
with relevance to marine and coastal environments, communities, or policy:

e Applied energy economics

e Engineering

e Coastalresilience

o Acute and chronic hazards

e Nearshore oceanography

e Fisheries or Coastal Zone management
¢ Indigenous or tribal knowledge systems
e Marine ecology

¢ Oceanclimate change

e Social science

Commitment

Members are expected to serve a term of three years, with the possibility of renewal (OPAC
guidelines on STAC form and function). The committee typically meets three times per year

(virtually or in-person), with additional meetings called as needed.

Time commitment is estimated at approximately three-four hours per month, including
meeting preparation and participation. Work on special reports or projects may involve
additional, periodic commitment of effort.
